Free, minor checkups on fluid levels, tire pressure, etc.

Car Wash

Free car wash at a local business.

Choir Project

Ensembles sing in nursing homes for patients.

Baby Shower

Put on a baby shower at a home for unwed mothers complete with party and gifts.

Nursing Home Ministry

Visit patients in local nursing homes. Some churches offer communion as part of their ministry.

Hospital ICU

Deliver basket of non-perishable snacks and talk and pray with family members.

Litter Pickup

Teams of volunteers picking up litter on major roads in the community.

Park mulching/cleanup

Teams of volunteers spreading mulch around trees and landscaping of public parks and otherwise sprucing up parks.
School Projects

Landscaping or painting or otherwise cleaning of public school facilities.

Sewing Project

Making lap robes and walker bags for nursing home patients and delivering them to area nursing homes.

Wheelchair Ramps

Install wheelchair ramps at homes of disabled or elderly persons. Usually the materials for these ramps are provided either by the
homeowner or by a local agency.

Blood Pressure Checkups

Check blood pressure at local stores and provide appropriate health information for those persons who ask for it.

Letter Writing to Incarcerated Persons

Write letters of encouragement and hope to detainees or prisoners in keeping with the guidelines set forth by local authorities.
Good project for seniors

Blood Drive

In cooperation with the Red Cross or other agency licensed to receive and maintain blood from private donors, provide volunteers
to work at a blood drive.

Affirmation of Public Servants

Deliver appropriate expressions of gratitude and concern to local police, fire, emergency, and health personnel

The Building Maintenance Committee recommends that the Building Maintenance Escrow Fund be
increased from 1% to 2%. We have 26 HVAC units of which 3 are 23 years old or older. The roof on
the old Sanctuary and office area is also in excess of 23 years old. The ceiling on the Building
Maintenance Escrow Fund is to remain the same which is $20,000.

Brotherhood recommendation: The PGBC Brotherhood recommends constructing a sidewalk from the
back entrance of the Family Life Center to the front parking lot of the Sanctuary. Jay Adcock has agreed
to work with the Grounds Committee to coordinate this project to ensure the work content is performed
professionally, meets industry and our Church body's expectations. The Brotherhood will be responsible
for all labor and material expenses unitizing the Brotherhood treasury and/or donations made to the
Brotherhood outside of the Church budget. This project has been approved by the Deacons.

Missions Committee recommendation: The Missions Committee recommends the date of May 15,
2010 as the date for the annual BBQ Fundraiser. Proceeds from the BBQ will be used for mission
projects submitted to the committee and approved by the church in conference. This project has been
approved by the Deacons.

The PGBC Debt Refinance Committee makes the following recommendations:
1)

9  That on the behalf of Pleasant Grove Baptist Church, the PGBC Debt Refinance committee be
authorized to pursue a 5 year balloon loan through 1% Angier Bank for an amount equal to the
balance of the current loan at the time of the new loan closing. The loan interest rate shall not
exceed a fixed rate of 5.5%. Payments shall be based on a 20 year amortization schedule.
Assuming an estimated balance of $2,300, 000 at the time of closing, monthly payments will
be approximately $15,821. The exact payment will be determined at closing.

9  That Pleasant Grove authorizes the payment of all cost associated with closing this loan.
Estimated closing costs are $2,500 in bank fees and $2,800 in appraisal fees. Total closing costs
shall not exceed $7,000. The funds for closing shall come from the Building Fund account.

f That at the time of closing, Pleasant Grove move its banking accounts from North State to 1
Bank of Angier. This will include the movement of funds and services currently provided by
North State including but not limited to checking and automatic drafting services.

2)

9 That Pleasant Grove request North State bank to adjust our monthly payment to $16,000
immediately by adjusting the amortization to reflect an interest rate more closely matching the
current actual interest rate of 4.5%. This payment level will approximate the proposed future
payment and would extend the life of the reserve funds by ~ 15 months.

3)

1 To make an option available to interested Church members to extend a no interest loan to
Pleasant Grove for a term expiring on the same date as the proposed loan expires — 5 year term.
The minimum loan amount shall be $50,000. This loan will be amortized over the same period

as the primary bank loan. The proceeds of this loan will be used solely to reduce the principle of

the 1st Angier Bank loan, thus reducing the interest burden overall. At the end of the loan term
the member lender will have the option to extend the term of the loan to match the term of new
financing or have the balance of the principle paid back. A lending agreement and terms will be

prepared by a lawyer with appropriate competencies and agreed upon by both Pleasant Grove
Baptist Church and the lender to protect the rights of each party.

In order to maximize the benefit of the current 4.5% interest rate on the current loan with North State
and to allow for a possible drop in interest rates, the timing of closing will be agreed upon by 1% Angier
Bank and Pleasant Grove Baptist Church to ensure:

9 the fixed interest rate will not exceed 5.5%

9 refinancing is secured prior to the expiration of the current loan term (November, 2011).
This recommendation has the endorsement of the Deacons and Stewardship Committee.
